Beslut per capsulam: Begaran om omdisponering av medel av NSfK forskningsstdd  May-Len Skilbrei

Den 15 februari 2019 mottog NSfK Sekretariat foljande begaran fran forskare May-Len Skilbrei:

“I received funding for the book project “Rethinking Rape in the Nordic Countries” a couple of years ago.
Most of the funds have been spent organizing a writing workshop for all authors and meetings between the
three editors. The manuscript is now in preparation and | have a request to NSfK regarding that: We would
very much like to make this an Open Access book. There is great international interest in rape and rape law
in the Nordic countries, and an Open Access book would be much more accessible and it would ensure that
knowledge about the Nordic cases is disseminated better and that the Nordic researchers are read and quoted
more by international scholars. The book is to be published by Routledge, and that means that it will be very
expensive. This makes it unavailable to the many practitioners and policy-makers that would benefit from
reading the book. Having the book published Open Access would thus mean that it is not only available to
people with access to university libraries and funds, but also to non-researchers. There is about 31.000 NOK
left which is budgeted for language editing. To be able to pay for open access, we would have to use this for
that instead of language editing. To have the book published Open Access, entails a cost of about 120.000
NOK. We are looking around for funding opportunities, and it would help if we get an acceptance from
NSfK to use the remaining funds for Open Access. We would anyway have the chapters language edited; it
is easier for the book's authors to have their institutions cover that than to cover Open Access.
